Regulations of direction, reviewing and publication the manuscripts,
presented for the publication to the scientific and practical edition
""Guide of the entrepreneur™

1. The manuscript presented to the scientific and practical edition, has to correspond
to an edition profile. The manuscripts which have arrived in edition of articles are
considered previously by edition regarding compliance to the general requirements
within 3 working days. After preliminary consideration the manuscript of article is
transferred to reviewing.

2. Manuscripts of all articles which have arrived in edition, are subject to
obligatory reviewing. The scientists having recognized authority and working in field of
knowledge to which the contents of the manuscript belong are involved in reviewing.
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Reviewers have to have within the last three years of the publication on subject of the
reviewed article.

2.1. The author or the coauthor of reviewed work can't be the reviewer.

2.2. In case edition has no opportunity to involve in reviewing of the expert of due
level in that field of knowledge to which the contents of the manuscript belong, the
editor-in-chief addresses to the author with the offer to provide the external review. At
the discretion of authors the external review can be presented at submission of article
that, however, doesn't exclude a usual order of reviewing.

3. The review has to contain the qualified analysis of a material of article and its
objective assessment (with allocation in it of relevance, scientific novelty and practical
value). The reviewer makes the recommendation (positive or negative) concerning
possibility of the publication of article. The review is signed by the expert with
interpretation of a surname, a name and a middle name, date, the indication of a scientific
degree, an academic status and a position held by the reviewer.

4. Reviews are discussed by an editorial board and form the basis for acceptance or
a rejection of articles. The decision on the publication is made by an editorial board of
the scientific and practical edition on the basis of expert estimates of external reviewers
taking into account compliance of the presented materials of a thematic orientation of the
edition, their scientific importance and relevance. By results of reviewing article can be
either rejected, or sent to the author on completion, or accepted to the publication.

4.1. To authors of rejected articles motivated refusal goes within 10 days from the
date of obtaining the negative review and it’s approval by editor-in-chief. Edition doesn't
get further into arguments and correspondence with authors of rejected articles.

4.2. If the arrived review contains recommendations about completion of the
manuscript of article, article is sent to completion and has to be submitted on reviewing
again within the terms specified by edition.

5. Reviewing of the manuscript is carried out confidentially. Disclosure of
confidential details of reviewing of the manuscript violates the rights of the author of the
manuscript. Violation of confidentiality is possible only in case of the statement for
unauthenticity or falsification of materials, in all other cases its preservation is
obligatory.

6. Reviews are stored in publishing house and in the edition within 5 years.

7 . The editorial board of the scientific and practical edition provides reviews of the
manuscript on request of the author and by inquiries of advisory councils of the Highest
certifying commission.

8. The editorial board of the scientific and practical edition doesn't store the
manuscripts which haven't been accepted for printing. The manuscripts accepted to the
publication, don't come back. The manuscripts which have received negative result from
the reviewer, are not published and also don't come back to the author.



9. The editorial board doesn't give information concerning the manuscript
(including data on its receiving, the contents, reviewing process, critical remarks of
reviewers and a final decision), to anybody, except authors and reviewers. Reviewers
aren't allowed to make the copy manuscripts for the needs and it is forbidden to give part
of the manuscript on reviewing to other person without the permission of editors.
Reviewers have no right to use knowledge of the content of work before its publication
in own interests. Manuscripts are a private property of authors and treat the data which
aren't subject to disclosure.

10. If the publication of article entailed violation of someone's copyright or the
standards of scientific ethics, edition of the scientific and practical edition has the right to
withdraw published article.

11. The payment for the publication of manuscripts doesn't raise from graduate
students.
